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2. OBJECTIVES

Listening:
Listen to recordings and identify concrete details, such as dates, numbers, names and places.
Understand and follow informal conversations between native speakers in everyday situations.
Understand and carry out instructions given orally, such as cooking recipes or travel directions.
Identify different accents and dialectal variations of Spanish.
Follow formal speeches, such as conferences or public speeches, and extract relevant
information.
Recognize opinions, arguments and points of view expressed in recordings.
Understand authentic material such as excerpts from radio programs, podcasts or online
interviews.
Understand Spanish spoken at different speeds and paces.

Reading:
Locate and extract concrete information from written texts, such as dates, facts, and key details.
Identify the general structure of a text, including introduction, development, and conclusion.
Develop skills to infer the meaning of new words through context.
Summarize and paraphrase paragraphs or entire sections of texts, demonstrating a thorough
understanding.
Identify main and secondary arguments in argumentative texts and evaluate their logic.
Connect ideas and details presented in different parts of the text to gain an overall
understanding.
Develop skills to analyze and interpret literary texts, such as short stories or novel excerpts.
Recognize points of view expressed in text and pick up subtle nuances and tones.

The objectives are organized according to the following four competencies: 
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Speaking:

Present themselves fluently, including information about their background, interests and studies.

Participate in informal debates on current topics, expressing opinions and arguments.

Narrate anecdotes and personal experiences in a coherent and structured manner.

Present cultural aspects of a Spanish-speaking country, such as traditions, gastronomy and culture.

Develop skills to participate in more structured and formal debates, defending their points of view

in an argued manner.

Participate in group discussions on literary, cultural or social topics.

Simulate interviews in pairs, where one acts as the interviewer and the other as the interviewee.

Writing:

Write descriptive paragraphs about places, people or objects, using rich and detailed vocabulary.

Express their opinions and arguments in written form, supporting them with examples and

evidence.

Practice writing consistently by keeping a fictional diary or blog about their imaginary experiences.

Compose emails in different contexts, adapting their tone and style.

Develop creativity by writing short stories, poems, or other literary texts in Spanish.

Write critical reviews of books or movies they have read or seen during the course.

Practice writing formal letters and academic essays, following appropriate conventions.

Contribute to online forums or written debates on specific topics, presenting coherent arguments.
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Read and analyze newspaper articles.

Write descriptive paragraphs about places or people.

Discuss current topics.

 Understand conversations in different accents and speeds.

Write reasoned answers to controversial questions.

Narrate personal anecdotes.

Use appropriate verb tenses for narration.

Read, analyze and create short stories.

Understand formal speeches.
